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Overview of Today’s Session
Ok this is Kay Deeney, the Educational Services Coordinator doing Midday. This is mainly going to focus on the RML and also an NLM update. Kind of a little bit of the past and a bit of the present and what is coming in the near future. So, we have muted all of your phones. There will be time toward the end where we can unmute you and you can comment. If you have any issues you can type in chat box and we'll be able to see that. So the title of our presentation is as we move forward the NLM and RML update. Our agenda for today is we're going to go over a little bit on the PSR, and the website focus group, Network membership issues and some things that are coming in the next year. Mainly training we’re also going to cover some things related to the NLM update.  Some MedlinePlus enhancement and just a reminder that last year was NLM 100 Year anniversary. So again here is the agenda for the first part. I'm going onto our next slide. 
Focus Group Results
And Kelli Hamm is going to talk a little bit about the results of our website focus group.  Ok so can everybody hear me? I guess no one can hear me. Oh, I can hear but i did have to bring up my volume. Can you hear me now? Yes, great. Thank you.   So back in August 2011 some of you may remember that we put a call for help for assessing the content on our website so we were able to convene three focus groups and the participants were just great. The purpose of the focus group was to look at our website content in preparation for migration to new system called Drupal. And we received a lot of valuable feedback.  And we learned that people liked the information we provide. There is useful information according to what we are told and very little that was identified as material that we should delete.

So we still have the problem of trying to decide what to do as we go forward.  Any way, we received other suggestions for improvement as far as navigation and look and feel of the website. So hopefully in the future, that will be something that will work on our website.  So the next steps will be that we are going to be reviewing all of the contents on the website.  Right now updating it, archiving some of the older materials and then we also will be outdating things that are no longer needed.  Because we are federally funded, we need to start thinking very carefully all of the content we provide on our website.  All need to have certain attributes to make them easy to access by people with disabilities.  So Section 508 is a law that will guide us as we make our content accessible.  So that is something that we are starting to learn more about and implement.  And then we'll be starting to migrate to the new content management system, Drupal, later in 2012.  So stay tuned for changes to come with the website.

Network Member Issues
Okay, now I’m going to turn it over to Alan Carr who will talk about network member issues.
Hello, everyone.  Recently I had a couple of inquiries of people wondering about the status of the network membership certificates so for those who have patiently waited, I have good news.  The certificates are in the mail.  We mailed them last week, so anyone who responded to our membership renewal survey on Survey Monkey should expect a certificate very soon.  It can take a little while because things have to go through UCLA mail and U.S. mail but i would think by the end of this week or possibly into next week that you'll have your certificates.

Content Needed for Latitudes Blog
One of my new year's resolutions was to take a more active role in soliciting content for Latitudes,   our newsletter blog.  I’d just like to encourage you that any of you who go to a webinar or go to a class or having in  professionally stimulating or provocative that  you consider sharing your experience and publishing a piece in Latitudes.  Started to solicit from several people with limited success so far, but Naomi felt especially  inspired with Clifford lynch's webcast from last month that he did at NLM, and she wrote up a piece with her impressions about that webinar, which is currently posted on Latitudes.  
So if you want an example of something that would be a great thing to look at. 

PSR’s Facebook Page
And speaking of Latitudes and NewsBits, i just wanted to make a little plug for our Facebook page.
And this page is accessible from our home page and Kay, I believe is bringing that up right now.
And if you are looking at our home page on the right-hand side of the page and it's coming --
There it is.  So on the right hand side in the News and Announcements box, the last item on that list is to Like Us on Facebook.  And all you have to do is click on that link and then see a page where it invites you to like our page.  If you do, and I know quite a few people in the Region use Facebook. Anything that gets published in NewsBits or Latitudes will be pushed to you on Facebook and you’ll see an excerpt of the piece.  I'm disappointed to learn that only 53 people Like our page.  I was reading that each time a Facebook user chooses to like a page; they bring it to the Attention of on average, more than 100 friends.  So we home hope you will like us and bring us to the attention of lots of your friends.  We are up to 54.   We are off to a start.  That's it on the network front.

DOCLINE Training with Adobe Connect
Let me bring us back to the right version of Connect.  We are continuing with one-on-one DOCLINE training that is done by Marco Tamase and many of you are familiar with Marco and had the DOCLINE training.  Always keep in mind he is a resource that will help you with a lot of your DOCLINE questions.  We are moving into more distance learning offerings in the next year.  I'm going to let Kelli talk about the ones she has available.  Go ahead, Kelli.
Upcoming Online Consumer Health Class: Health and Wellness at the Library
Okay.  So the first class that is coming up will be four weeks online classes being taught through our server at nlm.gov called health and the wellness of the library.  This is a repeat of the same class I taught about a year ago.  That was in conjunction with Info People.  So it will be an updated version of that class and we don't have the exact start date yet but we are looking at February 20th.  It is a four week class.  So watch your e-mail and the Latitudes or Facebook page for announcements.  It's a 12 unit CE class and also available for Level one CHIS.  So by taking this particular class, you would be
Eligible to get level 1 CHIS credit for taking the one, 12 unit class.  So that's pretty cool.  Another thing I’m doing occasional webinars through Info People.  Right now we have one coming up tomorrow on  Caregiver resources and then in April, and I  Don't know the exact date but i believe it will  Be April 19, there will be one on resources for  Veterans and the families.  And so, watch for an announcement about that one.  Then there will be other thing that do come up occasionally but that’s what i have in the works right now.  All right.  Thank you, Kelli.

Online PubMed Class Coming Soon
I wanted to let you know that i will be teaching the making PubMed work for you class in the near future.  Either late January or early February.  That's another four-week class.  It's a beginning to intermediate PubMed class and then i want to let you know the teaching with Technology, it's a class that we -- that Sharon Dennis and I tried out at the joint meeting a few years ago.  And we tried it in person at the joint meeting and Sharon and i have been working on putting it together as a distance learning class that will be offered through the NLM training center.  And that will be happening in March.  And it will be piloted right now to the PSR region and to the PNR region.  And there is some more details to work out for that particular class.  But you'll be given an opportunity to register for that class.  It also will be about a four-week class with all sorts of information related to using Moodle or other course management systems.  And also using systems like Adobe Connect, which is what we use here for the Midday at the Oasis.  And they'll be some other types of technologies that you want to be aware of when you teach classes.  Some of which you can use in in-person classes too. 

Evidence-based Practice Symposium in March
And now I’m going to let Alan talk a little bit about the evidence-based medicine class that is coming up soon in March.  Okay.  Hello again.  We are delighted to be sponsoring an evidence-based practice symposium and it’s going to be on Friday, March 2.  And probably most if not all of you have seen a save the date announcement on various listservs. It will be a full day class.  The full name of it is Information Treasure Hunt:  Supporting evidence-based practice at your institution.  And we are really delighted the primary instructor coming to teach it will be Connie from Duke University and I know that probably many of you have seen or heard Connie.  She's just fabulous.  That's a positive thing about this. 

Another very positive thing is that the symposium will be held in a brand new conference center at the UCLA Charles Young research library -- Charles Young -- recently the entire first floor of the Young Library was renovated and it just looks gorgeous.   And this conference center was a part of the renovations.  So this will be the first time that we held an event in this particular classroom.  So it should be great.  Another good thing is, anybody needing overnight   Accommodations, we have reserved a block of rooms in the UCLA guest house, which is pretty much just like a hotel, and it’s a very short convenient walk away from the research library.  So we have got the block of rooms reserved and then anyone needing to use a room would cover the expense themselves.  Now registration is coming out soon, the details.  There is a planning commit they worked very hard on the registration details.  Registration will be 25 dollars which includes lunch and the registration website will be coming out very soon on the website and once that happens, it will be promoted on the chapter listservs and we'll send out an announcement on PSR- News.  So watch mail.  It's something we are looking forward to.  Thanks, Kay. Thank you, Alan. 

Recap of eScience Day
So I also wanted to mention that some of you did come in for the east science day that we had at UC Davis early December.  You came in either electronically through the system or you came in in person.  And there will be more follow-up with that whole project in the next year.  Several of us are working on here.  And I also want to mention that we scheduled a PubMed in person class here at UCLA and we got a good number of people who signed up for that class.  So we probably will be offering a few more of those in this area as well.  And you can contact me for more information about our training program and classes that you’re interested in.  We will also be doing another one of the learning needs assessment surveys.  So stay close to your e-mail and watch for that too. 

NLM Updates
Now the next part we want to talk about is related to some NLM updates and we are going to cover some things related to some pub med changes over the most recent year.  We will also talk a little bit about MedlinePlus enhancements and a little bit about the 175th anniversary.  So in terms of PubMed changes, i wanted to remind you that the NLM training center has changed from the one day PubMed class to one day in person,  But several days through distance learning.  Two sessions before the class and a follow-up session after the class.  And we will be hosting it here at UCLA in February.  And quite a number of you have signed up for this class.  We have a really huge wait list as well.  This class is more of a train the trainer class.  And there have been several articles in Latitudes and also in the technical bulletin about what the class covers.  So check those resources for more information. 

PubMed Health
I wanted to mention PubMed health.  It's a growing resource for clinical effectiveness information and we have a slide on that in a little bit as a resource that will continue to grow over the next year.  And we may even do a Midday session on this particular thing as well.  In terms of PubMed itself, I wanted to review the changes in that the clinical queries page was updated in this last year with the three columns giving more information.  The PubMed search terms have been bolded for any term that you enter into the system.  And that helps you see where or what you put in came from.  And then also that PubMed data is available to be saved in CSV format so that you can download it and bring it into a spreadsheet-type program and then manipulate the data any way you want. 

PubMed Mobile
PubMed Mobile was publicized more or less in this last year.  It's getting quite a bit of use.  It automatically takes you to PubMed Mobile when you try to go to PubMed on one of your small devices.  There was a webinar called skill kit searching for phrases in PubMed in the last year and that was a useful one for reinforcing how to search for sometimes things that are a little bit unique or unusual that are not MeSH headings but you can search them as phrases.  And then i also just want to remind folks about how every year PubMed goes through the year-end processing activities and comes out with a new version of MeSH with new terms and changes some  Of the old terms and that that is available and  That's what we are searching now, the 2012 MeSH.  There are some links in the Technical Bulletin.  We'll give you more information about that and you can see and look at what some of the new Headings are and different resources.  Here is the page that shows us PubMed health.  It is a resource that for clinical effectiveness research and they have got parts both for consumers as well as health professionals.  And it's grown from 200 items to well over 5000.  We can go in depth in the near future.

MedlinePlus and MedlinePlus Connect
Okay.  Now we have some things about MedlinePlus enhancements and I’ll turn it over to Kelli.
So what you're seeing on the screen right now are a couple of little screen shots.  One of the things that was added really handy tool is an auto complete feature.  PubMed has this for a long time but now MedlinePlus does.  So whenever you do a search in the search box, as soon as you start typing it will start to suggest search terms.  For the tricky things that you might not be quite sure of the spelling or when a library user or consumer searches, they will be able to find things more readily.  It works in the English and the Spanish search box.  The next thing is that they have added a lot of icons for sharing the content.  You can see it in the image but to the right of this health topic title, you have an e-mail icon.  You can e-mail the page to someone or to yourself.  You can generate a blurb to put on Facebook.  You can generate the links for Twitter and bookmark and share tool.  Also you can print it.  And on the right is the RSS feed generator.  If you're interested in an RSS feed then click that and it brings up the page where you can add it to whatever feed reader you use whether it’s Google, Yahoo! or whatever. 

And MedlinePlus Connect, which is the service that allows MedlinePlus information to be pushed through to the patient health record and EHR.  There are some enhancements made to MedlinePlus Connect.  Now there are lab tests responses available so those relate to the link codes and also there is now in addition to the web application, there is a web service.  It allows MedlinePlus Connect to be customized for a particular -- the way an institution might want to use it within their own organization or for a specific group of patients as an example.  Those are some of the new things coming out through MedlinePlus.

Additional NLM News
This is an interesting to do Midday.  The three of us are in different rooms and I have to pay attention to whether I’m on hold or not on hold and click the mouse the correct way.  Just as an aside.  Okay.  The next part we are going to talk about is a little bit about other NLM news and some of you may have seen that we have introduced a new Southwest neighborhood and I’ll be showing you that in another screen.  And also there is a new look for the NLM Technical Bulletin and we'll be taking a look at that in a couple of seconds.  And also just a reminder that last year was the 175th anniversary for NLM.  And they had a term for that but i didn't make a note of it to make you know at this particular time.  You will see it has a number of different parts.  There is one more or there is a Tox Town more on the border and this is more for the southwest itself where you will see all sorts of different parts.
That's something you can explore after our session.  We don't expect to you read all that is on the
Screen but they divided it into several different parts where they show you where the articles themselves are.  They have got an in brief part where they will just tell you things like there is a new U.S.  Southwest neighborhood page and just a new release.  There is an also updated web resource.
They'll show you a little bit on the side for that.  They will also show you the top three top articles that readers are using.  If others have looked at those articles, you might want to go to those such as what is new for 2012 MeSH is highlighted there. 

Okay.  And then our slide here is about 175th.  And just as reinforcement, it was a big year for NLM last year because it was their 175th and they had a number of events planned.  And this is all the staff and it was a particularly cold day from what i understand.  If you enlarge and go to the page, you may be able to see some of the people you know of at NLM.  And Lori let us know the 175th is the dodransbicentennial and hopefully i have or have not said that correctly.  And that is actually all that we had to cover for Midday at the oasis this week, this month.  And so we did come up with a picture of the group of us from our website.  And i can open it up to, if you have any questions at this time or else you just get some other free time for the rest of the afternoon.  So I’ll unmute you all and then see if anyone has any questions.
